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From the pastor...

I love worship at Messiah. I love when our voices come together over a
song we know well. I love when we gather in the middle of the aisle,
@ /o walking forward with our hands out to receive a taste of Christ, or our
Sesre eyes concentrating on the beautiful stained glass cross to receive a
blessing. I love laughing with you before or after church, crying or hugging before or after
church. I love joining my voice and my heart with your voice and your heart.

Like many of you who have been at Messiah for a while, I don’t often worship elsewhere. This is
regrettable because worshipping in other places can spark new ideas that can work to improve
our worship life together at Messiah. So, a few weeks ago I attended Rock City, with our member
Ally Shaw. When Ally, an Otterbein student, is not at Messiah, she attends Rock City with
friends. Rock City is a new church that has grown from not existing in 2010 to worshipping over
three thousand a Sunday at several locations simultaneously across Columbus.

Worship at Rock City is very different than worship at Messiah. They were intentionally friendly
in a way that was inviting without being overwhelming. Volunteers greeted me in the parking
lot, at the door, and in the gathering space before and after worship. The worship space didn’t
look like our sanctuary. Worship happened in a high school auditorium, with nothing on the
stage, no crosses, altars, pulpits, fonts, etc. It was much longer, lasting 90 minutes. The sermon
was much longer, lasting almost fifty minutes. It was a teaching sermon, a combination of a
sermon and a lesson I would lead on a Wednesday night. The pastor was on a screen, live
streamed on a video from where he was preaching at an Upper Arlington site. The music and the
flow of the service was very similar to our Contemporary worship, except the music was louder
(it is called Rock City) and there was no communion. Those who attended, too, were much
younger than the average at Messiah. At 52, I might have been the oldest person there.

My experience has informed many conversations I have had with leaders at Messiah. Worship
that Sunday has stimulated my imagination. For those worrying, I am not ready to remodel the
sanctuary yet again to make it look like a movie theater, or throw out the robes, altar, pulpit,
font, and organ to make way for lights and more screens. I am trying to figure out how I could
preach my sermon from my home on Sunday morning, but I have not gotten far on that idea.

I want to learn from the experience so that our worship at Messiah will be improved. Rock City
was a good reminder for me that our worship is a gift for God. This means at least two things. It
is not about us and it should be the best we have to give. Thank you, Messiah for giving me an
opportunity on a Sunday morning to have this experience. Thank you for gathering with me
faithfully to worship God.
